3. All foals that are registered AQHA, APHA, angtAC will be eligible to be shown in the futurity.&&nlings that do not have
registration papers at the time of the futurity irhesve a work order number with a copy of regigtrapplication to show foal
eligibility in order for show secretary to enteramings.

4. All breeds (AQHA, APHA, ApHC) will be shown tether in each class. Classes included — Weanlaidbis/Geldings Halter,
Weanling Mares Halter, Yearling Stallions Haltegarling Geldings Halter, Yearling Mares Halter, Mie@ Longe Line, Yearling
In-Hand Trail, Two Year Old English Pleasure, TweaY Old Western Pleasure, Three Year Old EnglisadRre, Three Year Old
Western Pleasure, and Three Year Old Trail.

5. Colored and solid stock shall be shown together.

6. Itis the responsibility of exhibitors to entheir horses in the appropriate classes. If thebétor is unsure if their horse is eligible,
ask the futurity secretary.

7. Judging will be by an approved breed judgegtmémed later. An approved judge should hold a iceatl least one of the
following breed associations, AQHA, APHA, ApHC, NSBBHA, or ABRA.

10. It will be mandatory for each person entetimgfuturity to complete a W-9 form. Any personiwtinnings above and beyond
$600.00 will be issued a 1099 with winnings staethe end of the year.
